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IN MEMORIUM

It is with sadness but with Christian joy that I inform you our beloved Fr. Robert V. Zylla, O.S.C., entered 
eternal life at 12:20 am, Wednesday, July 29, the Memorial of St. Martha.  He slipped peacefully away, 
strengthened by the sacraments of the Church and surrounded by his priestly friends and colleagues.  He 
entered eternal life while the priests in the room were reciting the Litany of the Saints.  He had a crucifix in 
one hand and a Rosary in the other and at his bedside was the relic of the True Cross which he had 
requested to be brought from the Seminary.  Fr. Brett Brannen had celebrated Mass at his bedside that 
morning. We should all pray for such a pious death.  He was a priest for 58 years. 
 



Fr. Robert Zylla was born eighty-two years ago on January 22, 1927 in St. Cloud, Minnesota.  He was 
one of 12 children born to Joseph and Lottie Zylla whose own love and respect for the religious life and 
priesthood was shared with their children.  He attended the Crosier House of Studies in Hastings, 
Nebraska, and was ordained a priest for the Crosier Fathers on June 1, 1951 by Bishop Louis Kucera of 
Lincoln.  Fr. Zylla’s first priestly assignment was at the Crosier high school and college where he had 
been a student, teaching Latin, Greek and English.  Later he was put in charge of seminary formation at 
the Crosier House of Studies in Indiana. 
 
Fr. Zylla was then sent to pursue graduate studies in Rome during the time of the Second Vatican 
Council.  Upon his return, he was assigned to work in Crosier seminaries in Minnesota and Indiana, all 
the while maintaining weekend parish assignments.  Then in 1971, the Crosiers opened a monastery in 
Beallsville, Maryland, called Holy Cross Manor.  Fr. Zylla was one of the charter members and, during 
one fateful Easter break, he met Archbishop Harry Flynn, then-Rector of Mount St. Mary's Seminary, who 
invited him and two other Crosier priests to become members of the faculty of the seminary.  Thus began 
Fr. Zylla’s 38 years of highly-respected work in Moral Theology and priestly formation at Mount St. Mary's 
Seminary. 
 
In addition to his work in the seminary, Fr. Zylla was a spiritual director for deacons and priests in many 
nearby dioceses, preached innumerable retreats and was very active as Chaplain for Knights of 
Columbus Council #2323.  He also held many offices in the Knights including Chaplain of the Cardinal 
O’Boyle Assembly, Associate State Chaplain for the state of Maryland, Chaplain of the Bishop 
McNamara Chapter of Grand Knights and Associate District Chaplain, Archdiocese of Washington 
District.   
 
Throughout his almost four decades of devoted service, he taught almost 1,200 seminary alumni, 
representing 83% of all living seminary alumni.  At Fr. Zylla’S 80th birthday celebration, four bishops who 
were once his students, sent letters of congratulations and appreciation for the wisdom and priestly 
influence Fr. Zylla offered them during their years at the Mount.   Fr. Zylla was selected to receive the 32nd 
Annual John Cardinal McCloskey Award, sponsored by the National Alumni Association, on October 2, 
2007.  He also received the highest academic honor Mount St. Mary’s can bestow, the Doctorate of 
Divinity, honoris causa, in May of 2007. 
 
Despite battling cancer, Fr. Zylla bravely continued teaching a full load of classes until two months before 
his death.  He was a priest who always strived for holiness while being a consummate teacher of St. 
Thomas Aquinas and a wise spiritual guide.  His greatest joy was his life-long interest in forming 
seminarians to be faithful priests.   Few people in the history of Mount St. Mary's have influenced so 
many, so profoundly, for so long in the formation of priests.  To say that he was a great man and a great 
priest, to whom many of us owe so much, is to state the obvious.  The Church in the United States was 
richly blessed by his faithful ministry. Let us remember him in our prayers. I am sure he is already praying 
for us.
